Inspired
by Leonardo da Vinci’s vision of Art and Science walking hand in hand, this specific chassis stands
as proof of the excellence of the Pagani Rinascimento program. Created for the earliest models of
the Zonda family, Rinascimento is more than a restoration project: it is a process dedicated to
returning Pagani hypercars to their original splendor.

necessary, restored using original materials and techniques.

e Documentation: a dedicated book accompanies the car, certifying the restoration process
with original drawings and technical data from the archives in San Cesario sul Panaro.

This specific chassis, a unique example, represents a milestone: it is in fact the first one-off in the
history of the Pagani Atelier. Built in 2000 at the customer’s request, it stands out thanks to its
exclusive removable glass roof.

aesthetic narrative inspired by the purity of alpine peaks.
